WHAT’S OUR WEDDING feast? Where in our lives are we
striving for that recognition and praise? Whom are we
trying to impress? And why? These are huge questions.
Challenging ones that — with time, thought and prayerful
reflection — likely reveal rich insights from God about
ourselves.

Be it in our work, parish, neighbourhoods or homes, we
long to be noticed for the good we do. It’s natural to enjoy
someone’s gratitude and feel seen, appreciated and
affirmed. It’s nice when our kindness is recognized and
reciprocated. But when the good we do is done for that
accolade, it’s a sure sign that the weed of pride has taken
root. We will feel snubbed, dismissed or overlooked
because we aren’t getting the attention we think we deserve.
In time, the garden of our heart is overrun with outrage
(why not me?), envy (why them?) or apathy (why bother?).
These choke the growth and limit the fruitfulness of all the
good we can do.

Weeding pride is uncomfortable, difficult and ongoing
work, but it’s so worth it. Thankfully, our God is the God
of comfort — not the comfortable. He is with us, eager to
help us flourish. So today, let us get on our knees, humble
our hearts, and ask God to show us our weeds, thankful that
with God we’ll cultivate more of what’s truly good and

Msgr. Pat is pleased to announce that he and the Knights of
Columbus will introduce a new program in the parish,
entitled COR" (Latin for "Heart" and the root of the word
"Courage").
