25™ Sunday in Ordinary Time

TODAY’S READINGS REMIND us of the time-management
lesson about the rocks and the jar. The only way to fit
everything into the jar is to begin with the big rocks, then
the small ones, followed by the pebbles, sand and water.

The parable in today’s Gospel challenges us to think
about the big rocks in our life. Our God does not judge
based on the things we may find important; wealth, success,
status or fame. The fraudulent manager could be seen as
squandering his employer’s wealth, but he is praised for his
shrewdness in building friendships that will last beyond his
time of employment.

It is tempting to believe our privilege is given to us as
reward for our efforts, and to cling to it. But today’s
readings make it clear that the big rocks are the things
which are eternal. We are called to change the order of
things by serving God and lifting up the needy. What form
this takes in each of our lives may be different depending on
our own context lived experience, power and privilege.

Jesus is entreating us to build something lasting. As
beloved children of God, we are called to see beyond what
our human eyes can see and to collectively change the order
of things — to lift up the needy and to work for the kingdom
in the here and now.
