‘The second son said,

" "Yes, father, | will go and work,” but he did not go.

Jesus asked, " "Now tell me, which boy did what the father
wanted him to do, the first or the second?’

The leaders answered,

" “The first son.”

Jesus said to them, 'I'm telling you the truth. People whom
you look down as sinners are going to enter the reign of God before
you. Because, when John the Baptist came and preached the
truth, you didn’t believe him. But the people you look down on as
sinners believed him and changed their lives. And even after you
saw that they believed and changed their lives, you still didn't
believe and change your lives.’
