John, one of the 12 apostles, said to Jesus, “Teacher, we saw a man curing people 
of evil spirits by using your name.  We told him to stop doing that because he does 
not belong to our group.” 

Jesus said, “Don’t stop anyone from doing good.  Anyone who does miracles using 
my name will never say anything bad about me.  And anyone who is not against us 
is part of us.” 

“Anyone who gives you a drink of water because you belong to Christ will surely 
receive a reward.” 

 
The Gospel of the Lord. 
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In today’s Gospel, the disciples met a man 
who they believed was doing wrong.  They 
did not like that the man was curing people 
of evil spirits on behalf of Jesus.  The 
disciples felt that he needed to be stopped. 

However, when they shared this news with 
Jesus, he surprised them with his response!  
Jesus told them that although the man 
wasn’t one of His disciples, he was trying to 
do something good.   

Jesus explained to the disciples that those 
who help others with compassion and 
kindness are all members of God’s 
kingdom.  They will be rewarded for their 
acts of love and kindness.
